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Europe Theatre Prize

In 2016, the Europe Theatre Prize will be presented for the first time in Romania.

From April 23 to April 26, the XV edition of Europe Theatre Prize will take place in
Craiova, soon after the 10th edition of the Shakespeare International Festival.

Born in 1986 and presented in 1987 as a European Commission pilot project, the Europe
Theatre Prize is usually awarded to artists and theatre institutions, which have contributed
to mutual understanding between nations through their work. The European Parliament
and Council have placed this Prize among institutions presenting an “European cultural
interest”.

The Union of European Theatres is associate and supporting body, while the International
Association of Theatre Critics, the International Theatre Institute UNESCO, the European
Festivals Association and Europe: Union of European Schools and Academies (E:UTSA)
are associate bodies.

- The 15 Europe Theatre Prize goes to Mats Ek, world-renowned Swedish choreographer
and director, whose artistic roots and creations have left a deep imprint in the evolution
of contemporary dance.

- A Special Prize is awarded from the President of the ETP Jury and the Institutions of the
hosting country to the director Silviu Purcdrete, acclaimed representative of Art Theatre
in his country and internationally.

- The 13™ Europe Prize Theatrical Realities is awarded to Viktor Bodé (Hungary), Andreas
Kriegenburg (Germany), Juan Mayorga (Spain), National Theatre of Scotland (Scotland/
United Kingdom), Joél Pommerat (France).

The Europe Theatre Prize events in Romania will also include a varied programme of Prize
winners’ guest performances.

The guest performances of Romeo Castellucci and Thomas Ostermeier, winners of the
VI Europe Prize Theatrical Realities, will be shown in the scos Returns section, which will
be staged at the end of the Shakespeare International Festival, to seal in an ideal way
the synergy between the Craiova Shakespeare Foundation, the “Marin Sorescu” National
Theatre and the Europe Theatre Prize.

Among the other ETP events: a conference dedicated to Mats Ek, meetings with the
winners of Europe Prize Theatrical Realities and a round table organized by the Union of
European Theatres about the dialogue among different generations. The Award Ceremony
will take place on the evening of April 26 as closing event of the Europe Theatre Prize.
